The curriculum is balanced and broadly based and supports our aims for all children 
to be successful learners, confident individuals and responsible citizens.

The programmes of study and attainment targets are covered as set out in the National 
Curriculum documents. 

The school has developed a curriculum plan for each year group which fits together to 
form a whole-school plan.  Teachers integrate foundation subjects into topics 
wherever possible. 

Breadth of curriculum is provided through cross-curricular themes, while all children 
will be using the local environment, considering health and safety, our Cornish 
heritage, multi-cultural education and taking part in outdoor education.

SUMMARY OF CURRICULUM  
 

The Foundation stage is for children in the Reception classes:  The foundation stage 
prepares children for the National Curriculum in Year 1.  The curriculum for the 
foundation stage underpins all future learning.  The six areas of the curriculum are: 

·  Personal, social and emotional development. 

·  Communication, language and literacy. 

·  Problem solving, reasoning and numeracy. 

·  Knowledge and understanding of the world. 

·  Physical development. 

·  Creative development. 
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English (Literacy):  Our teaching programmes follow the latest National Literacy 
Framework.  Pupils develop skills in speaking, listening, reading and writing.  They 
learn to express themselves and communicate with others.  We encourage children to 
become enthusiastic and critical readers.  A wide variety of reading books are used 
and shared and guided reading taught.  The study of English helps children understand 
how language works by looking at its patterns, structures and origins.  Using this 
knowledge, pupils can choose and adapt what they write in different situations.  We 
rely on parents’ support in practising reading and learning spelling rules and patterns.  
Each child has a reading record book which includes advice and notes to guide 
parents.

Mathematics (Numeracy):  The National Numeracy Framework is the basis for our 
teaching programme.  Mathematics covers the areas of the number system and 
number calculations; space, shape and measures; handling data; using and applying 
mathematics.  Our teaching aims to equip the children with the tools of logical 
reasoning, problem-solving skills and the ability to think in abstract ways.  Special 
attention is given to mental calculation.  Parents can support by helping their child 
learn number bonds and multiplication tables. 

 

 

Science:  Children’s scientific understanding is developed through practical 
investigation, observation and demonstration. Pupils are encouraged to observe, 
explore and question during their learning about a wider range of living things, 
materials and physical phenomena.  They apply their knowledge and understanding to 
familiar phenomena, every day occurrences and their personal health.

Information and Communication Technology (ICT):  ICT prepares children to 
participate in a rapidly changing world in which work and other activities are 
increasingly transformed by access to varied and developing technology.  Children 
use ICT to find, explore, analyse, exchange and present information.  The school is 
well equipped with a computer suite as well as mobile laptop suites, stand-alone PCs 
and multi-media systems, connected to the National Grid for Learning (Internet).

History:   Pupils learn about people’s lives and lifestyles.  They find out about 
significant people, events and places from both the recent and more distant past.  They 
learn about history in our local area, in Britain and in other parts of the world.  Pupils 
look at history in a variety of ways and use different sources of information to 
investigate the past.

Geography:  Pupils investigate their local area and a variety of people, places and 
environments in the United Kingdom and abroad.  They start to make links between 
different places in the world and how people affect the environment and how they are 
affected by it. Geographical investigation is carried out inside and outside the 
classroom. 

 

 

Art and Design:  Children use colour, form, texture, pattern and different materials 
and processes to communicate what they see, feel and think.  They learn about the 
role of art, craft and design in their environment and in different times and cultures.  
The children are introduced to the work of artists, craftspeople and designers. 
Collaborative projects are encouraged throughout the year but particularly during Arts 
Week in July.

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Music:  Children participate in a wide range of activities, which include aspects of 
composing, performing, listening and evaluating. They are encouraged to develop 
their skills in singing and playing instruments and are given opportunities to create 
group compositions. They listen to and discuss music and make judgements about 
musical quality. From Year 2 to Year 6 the children are taught by a specialist music 
teacher for curriculum lessons.

French:  Children in all Key Stage 2 classes learn French as our chosen Modern 
Foreign Language.  Year 6 children are taught by specialist language teachers from 
Saltash.net Community School.  All French is taught in a lively, interactive way with 
an emphasis on speaking and listening skills.  Songs, music and activity are all used to 
immerse the children in the French language.  Our Key Stage 1 children also enjoy 
learning some French on a less formal basis. 

 

Design and Technology:  Children work on a variety of designing and making 
activities focusing on food, textiles and resistant materials.  They are taught to think 
about how products are used and the needs of the people who use them.  Children 
learn to plan, make and evaluate their products. 
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                  Burraton has a large, trained team of teaching assistants                

Physical Education (PE):  Physical Education develops the children’s physical 
competence and confidence. We aim to promote physical skills, physical development 
and a knowledge of the body in action.  A positive attitude towards an active and 
healthy lifestyle is encouraged.  All children are involved in dance, games and 
gymnastic activities.  Swimming is part of the programme for children in Years 2, 3 
and 6.

Personal, Social and Health Education and Citizenship (PSHE):  We follow the 
Social Emotional Aspects of Learning programme (SEAL), which is an explicit, 
structured, whole curriculum framework and resource for teaching social, emotional 
and behavioural skills to all pupils. This programme also links to our whole school 
teaching of learning dispositions: Habits of Mind. 
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Religious Education:  The subject is taught according to the requirements of the 
1998 Education Act and the agreed syllabus used is that laid down by Cornwall 
Education Committee.  Collective Worship is an integral part of the school life.  As 
parents you have a right to withdraw your child from collective worship and/or 
religious education.  If suitable instruction cannot be given, you may provide it 
elsewhere in the school. 

 
Sex Education:  Questions which arise from a child’s natural curiosity are answered 
factually, while warmth, love and respect in all relationships are stressed.  A 
comprehensive programme of sex education is provided in Year 6. 
The issues involved are developed in a cross curricular manner from a series of four 
video programmes called “Health E Series 3” by Television Wales.  An invitation is 
issued to parents to view the video before the programme is introduced to the 
children. 

The main responsibility for implementing the sex education programme rests with the 
Year 6 teachers with support from a Health Visitor.  Parents have the right to 
withdraw their child from all or any part of the sex education programme. 

A copy of the Governors full policy for sex education is available upon request.

Outdoor Education:  A range of visits and activities occur throughout the school. 

Day visits to enhance Topic work will be undertaken by children in Foundation, Key 
Stage 1 and Key Stage 2. 

During Key Stage 2, pupils have the opportunity to spend nights away from home.  
Year 4 and Year 5 have the opportunity to visit an Outdoor Education Centre for 3 
days / 2 nights.  Children in Year 6 take part in adventure / activity weeks travelling 
on a daily basis from school. 

Curriculum policies can be obtained from the Headteacher or directly from the school 
website.  A charge to recover costs may be made if parents require copies. 
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TEACHING METHODS  
 
Our aim is for excellence for all our children.  In order for children to reach their 
potential we use a range of teaching methods, recognising that children learn in a 
variety of ways.  We recognise the recent developments in understanding how the 
brain functions and will strive to be innovative in order to make learning more 
effective in relevant and interesting lessons. 
 
We equip our children with a range of strategies to develop their thinking skills, most 
notably David Hyerle’s thinking maps. Each of the eight maps are linked to a specific 
thinking process. The maps are taught to all our children. Other skills used include De 
Bono’s Six Hats, Y Maps, Ryan’s Keys, Bloom’s Questions, Mind Maps and 
Educational Drama. 
 
A new development which is at the real core of education at Burraton is the nurturing 
of learner attitudes or Habits of Mind. Children are taught how to develop dispositions 
which will enable them to access quality learning. These behaviours will motivate 
them to use the range of thinking skills in their “toolbox”. Habits of Mind include 
persisting; managing impulsivity; responding with wonderment and awe; thinking 
interdependently; listening with understanding and empathy; striving for accuracy; 
questioning and posing problems; taking responsible risks; thinking about thinking; 
gathering data through all senses; creating, imagining and innovating; applying past 
knowledge to new situations; thinking and communicating with clarity and precision; 
finding humour and remaining open to continuous learning.

HEALTHY SCHOOL:  Burraton School is a Healthy School! 
The school has achieved Healthy School status locally and nationally.  We are aiming 
to promote the health of the whole community involved with the school, raise the 
awareness of opportunity for improving health and equip children with the skills and 
knowledge to make the most of the opportunities that life presents.  The school’s 
particular focus has been on Health-related exercise. 
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HEALTHY SNACKS  
We encourage children to have a healthy snack at morning break. This is to provide 
sustained energy between 11 and 12 for a key learning period of the day. Also we 
want to establish healthy snacking habits which will benefit the children throughout 
their lives. 
Children in the Infants are provided with a free fruit or vegetable snack. Juniors are 
able to choose what snack to bring, but we have agreed the following exceptions: 
1) No sweets in school: “penny mix” sweets, boiled sweets, chews, chewitt type 
sweets and mints should not be sent at all.  
2) No chocolate bars to be eaten at morning break.  
3) No snacks containing nuts should be sent as we have children whose health will 
be put at serious risk if they have any contact with nuts. 
 
Children are encouraged to drink plenty of water in school to aid concentration. Water 
bottles are available to purchase from the school office.

ASSESSMENT: There is a programme of continuous assessment of all 
children’s progress, measured against the attainment targets in the National 
Curriculum subjects and R.E. 

When a child joins the school at the beginning of the Reception year, an Entry Profile 
assessment is made by the teachers in consultation with the parents.  At the end of the 
Reception year, the Foundation Stage Profile is reported to parents. 

Children in Years 2 and 6 have to take the national tests (SATs) in English and Maths 
(Year 2) and also Science (Year 6).  The results of these tests, together with teacher 
assessment, are reported to parents.  Optional SATs are used with children in Years 3, 
4 and 5. 

Also, standardised objective tests, particularly in reading, may be used to monitor the 
progress children in Years 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6.

LEARNING AT HOME:   We believe that our pupils should be lifelong learners and 
we value the relationship we have with our parents.  We work in partnership to 
provide the best support for our children’s learning. 

Activities from school completed at home, provide a framework in which parents can 
support and enhance their children’s learning. 

There are two types of activities which are sent home: 

1. Ongoing activities, such as reading 

2. Specific activities, which reinforce and extend activities covered in class 

At the start of each school year, teachers write to parents to inform them of the sorts 
of activities which will be sent home and their frequency. 

Dialogue between parents and school with regard to these activities is encouraged, 
especially where parents have particular concerns or when parents want to share 
particular successes! 

 

REPORTING TO PARENTS:  Parents and children are invited to a formal 
consultation with their child’s teacher during the first half of the Autumn Term and 
the second half of the Spring Term ().  For the parents of children in the Reception 
classes, formal consultations early in the Autumn term provide an opportunity to 
discuss how their child has settled into school.  These are followed by consultations in 
the second half of the summer Term to discuss each child’s progress and the 
assessments in their Early Years Foundation Stage Profile.   

Parents have the opportunity to discuss individually with the teacher the progress of 
their child and view their child’s work. 

Individual consultations may be held between teacher and parent at any time through 
the school year by mutual arrangement. 

A written report on each child’s progress and achievements is sent home at the end of 
the Summer Term. The report contains teacher assessment results, test results and a 
report written by the child. 

 
EDUCATIONAL ORGANISATION:     Children are normally taught in single-age 
classes.  There are two classes in each year group and the school endeavours to limit 
classes to thirty children.  The teachers in each year group work closely together and 
plan the children’s work as a team.  Therefore, during each term, all the children in 
each year group will cover similar topics.   
 
Pupils in Years 3, 4, 5 and 6 are “set” according to ability for Mathematics in two 
“sets” in each year group. 
 
SPECIAL EDUCATIONAL NEEDS AND ABLE CHILDREN :  Children in the 
mainstream school who experience learning difficulties will be placed on the School 
Record of Need, in consultation with their parents.  Targets will be set, a programme 
planned and appropriate areas of the curriculum for these pupils will be differentiated 
to support their progress in the classroom.  In addition, pupils whose difficulties place 
them at School Action Plus on the Register of Need may receive support individually 
or in small groups from the school’s Learning Support Assistants. 
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Pupils with more serious Special Educational Needs will be assessed by the Local 
Authority for a Statement of Special Educational Needs.  The provision for these 
children will depend on their needs, as well as resources available to the school from 
the LA. 

The school benefits from an Area Resource Base (ARB).  The ARB caters for up to 
ten children with severe and complex learning difficulties.  We are an inclusive school 
as such the children from the ARB have link classes and are included in mainstream 
activities.  Children from the mainstream school may also benefit from the resources 
of the ARB. 

 

Similarly, in our aim to encourage all children to achieve their full potential, we 
endeavour to provide our gifted and talented with enrichment activities which are 
stimulating, challenging and demanding.  The school aims to identify Gifted and 
Talented children and provide specialised resources supported by a Gifted and 
Talented Pupils Group under the leadership of a teacher. 

 
 
 
TRANSFER TO SECONDARY EDUCATION:  Most children attend Saltash.net 
Community School after they leave Burraton.  During their last year at primary 
school, the children are visited by members of the secondary staff and are invited to 
spend a day at their new school.  Parents also have opportunities to visit Saltash.net 
Community School and meet the Headteacher and staff.

PASTORAL CARE :  Pastoral care is concerned with attitudes and 
responsibility and a sense of caring about everyone in the school community. 
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The school is a large family and the children and adults alike are expected to act 
responsibly towards one another, to be aware of the feelings of others; to help, 
support, care for and encourage each other. 

Playground Squad: Every lunch-time a Year 6 team work on the KS2 playground and 
a Year 4 team on the Infants playground. Their tasks include helping lonely children 
to integrate and helping younger ones play together by organising games. They also 
help distribute and collect equipment. 

Teachers act “in loco parentis” in their pastoral role.  They are the first in line of care; 
they know their children well and will always contact parents where there is any cause 
for concern. 

Parents are encouraged to notify the school if they are concerned about any aspect of 
school life, or where home circumstances are such that they may affect a child’s 
progress at school. 

Finally, no problem which concerns a child or a parent should be thought of as trivial.

BEHAVIOUR:  The School’s Expectation for Good Behaviour 
 
We aim for friendly and secure relationships with the children to create a happy and 
caring atmosphere conducive to a high standard of work, positive attitudes and good 
behaviour backed up by high expectations. 
 
The school’s expectations are based on hard work and sensible, courteous behaviour.  
Self discipline is encouraged.  Respect and thoughtfulness for other children, adults, 
authority and all property is essential for the well being of each child and the whole 
school in general. 
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Praise and encouragement are used as much as possible, to encourage positive 
attitudes, self-esteem and self-respect. 

The philosophy of our system is based on the characteristics of “friendly, fair and 
firm”.  Pupils are encouraged to accept responsibility for their own actions and to 
accept sanctions when they are merited. 

There is a system of rewards and sanctions that operate for Key Stage 1 and Key 
Stage 2 pupils to support our Behaviour Policy. 

The school’s behaviour policy is based on respect for the individual and the school as 
a “family”, to ensure the well being, happiness, health and safety of everyone. 

Equality is the basis of this policy, regardless of age, gender, race, creed, special or 
exceptional needs. 

We feel that education is a partnership involving the pupil, parents and the school and 
that, by working together, we greatly enhance the chances of securing the best 
outcomes.  Therefore, we shall approach parents when we feel their co-operation is 
needed, or there is a problem about which parents should be informed.  We encourage 
parents to contact the school if they have any concerns about their child’s happiness, 
progress or attitude. 

We depend on, and expect, parents to support the school in all matters 
concerning behaviour and discipline. 

A full copy of the behaviour policy is available at school. 
 
 
RACISM:    The school believes that racism is wrong and it will not tolerate racist 
attitudes among its staff, pupils or those who visit the school.  Staff, when they 
encounter it or when it is brought to their attention, will always challenge racist 
attitudes and behaviour.  The school will not tolerate racist taunting or bullying and in 
certain cases will contact the police, especially if parents are involved.  The Local 
Authority is also informed of any racist incidents.  A full copy of the Race Equality 
Policy is available on request. 
 
 
MEDICAL CARE:  We aim to treat children who become ill or who have health 
problems with care and sympathy.  It will help us greatly if you can keep us informed, 
in confidence, of any medical problems that might affect your child’s school life. 

If your child is taken ill at school we will try to contact you and arrange for them to be 
taken home.  Members of staff are qualified in Emergency First Aid.   

In the case of emergencies or more serious injury, we shall first try to contact you, but 
no time will be wasted before calling a doctor or ambulance, and it may well be that 
we shall only be able to contact you afterwards. 

If your son or daughter has been prescribed medication we are quite happy to see that 
the appropriate doses are administered.  Please ensure that:- 

 a) medicines are safely transported to school and handed to a teacher; 
b)   a form from the office is completed asking us to administer the 

medicine stating what the medication is, the dosage and the times to 
administer it;  

 c) only minimum quantities required for each day’s dosage are sent. 
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For children who require regular long-term medication administered at school there is 
a separate procedure.  Please enquire at the school office for details of this.  The 
school is happy to administer regular and long-term medication. 

We do all that we can to provide a safe environment at school. 

 
 
SPORTING AIMS AND PROVISION FOR SPORT:  The school encourages 
sport for all levels of ability.  We realise the enormous benefits to be gained from the 
challenge of all aspects of sport, outdoor education and physical fitness.  All children 
are encouraged to do their best. 

The school runs a variety of extra-curricular clubs with staff giving freely of their 
time.  Teams are entered for a variety of formally and informally organised events. 

The school has good facilities for sport, with a hall, hard-surface courts on the 
playground and a playing field.  Swimming lessons are arranged at Saltash Leisure 
Centre for Years 3, 4 and 6 in the Autumn and Year 2, 3 and 6 in the Summer Terms. 

 

 

EXTRA-CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES :  These vary from year to year according to 
the expertise and availability of staff.  The school encourages extra curriculum 
activities.

ADMISSION ARRANGEMENTS:     The Governors have adopted the Admissions 
Policy of Cornwall Local Authority.   
 
The school has a capacity for 420 children in the main school and an ARB able to 
cater for a maximum of 10 children.  This makes a total of 430 children.  The 
Published Admissions Number is 60 pupils per year group in the main school, thus 
establishing a two-form entry school. 

The Governors, Headteacher and Teaching Staff strongly believe that the school is an 
ideal size for a large school.  A limit of 60 pupils per age group, allowing for a 
maximum class size of 30 pupils, can provide the greatest opportunity for educational 
achievement and advantage to all the children. 

Should there be more than 60 prospective pupils in any year group, the LA’s priority 
order will be used to decide which pupils shall be offered places.  Full details of the 
Admission Policy are available at school. 

 

FULL-TIME ADMISSION:   Children will normally start school on a full time basis 
either in September or January as follows: 

Autumn Term Entry  - birthdays 1st September – 28th/29th February. 
Spring Term Entry - birthdays 1st March - 31st August 
 
 
EARLY YEARS EDUCATION:  The school takes part in Cornwall’s programme 
for Early Years Education and is able to offer part-time education to four year-olds as 
follows:- 
 
a) Fifth birthday between 1st September and 28th/29th February - full-time from the 

beginning of the Autumn Term. 
b) Fifth birthday between 1st March and 31st August - part-time for the Autumn Term, 

then full-time from the Spring Term. 
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VISITS TO SCHOOL : Parents are invited to make an appointment with the 
Headteacher at a time convenient to both parties.  A conducted tour of the school can 
be arranged.  A meeting is arranged for parents of all children due for entry at the 
beginning of the educational year (September) in the term immediately before entry 
i.e. Summer Term. 

A welcome and curriculum meeting is arranged for parents of all children starting 
school in the Foundation classes.  This is held in the summer term before the children 
take up their place in the September.

These times provide a total weekly teaching time of 23 hours and 30 minutes for Key 
Stage 2 pupils  and 21 hours teaching time for Key Stage 1 pupils. 
Children who are not present at the close of registration (9.10 am) will be marked as 
late.   Please note that children should not be on the premises before 8.45 a.m. or after 
3.30 p.m., except to take part in extra-curricular activities. 
 
When children are collected from Foundation and KS1 at the end of the day, an 
agreed password is used in the event of children being collected by anybody other 
than immediate family. 
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ABSENCES:  All absentees should bring a letter on their return stating the reason for 
absence.  If no letter has been received by the class teacher then the absence will be 
recorded as unauthorised.  Children should only be absent in cases of sickness, dental, 
doctor, hospital appointments or with THEIR PARENTS on annual holiday when it 
occurs in term time.  The DfES allows a maximum of 10 days for such a holiday, and 
parents should write to the Headteacher, requesting leave of absence, before making 
any holiday arrangements. 
 
Leave of absence will not be authorised during the weeks of SATs (national tests), for 
pupils.  Homework is not set for pupils taking holidays in term time. 
 
PUPIL ATTENDANCE RECORD :    For the 2007/2008 educational year, there 
were 4.5% authorised absences and 0.3% unauthorised absences. 
 
 
SCHOOL UNIFORM :   One of the ways in which the children can take pride in 
their school is by wearing school uniform. We give a wide choice, some is on sale in 
school, other purchases can be made a number of shops.  Prices will therefore vary. 
 
The school office is open for the sale of uniform and accessories on Mondays 8:50-
9:15 and Wednesdays 3:00-3:30. Items on sale: sweatshirts, PE shirts, fleeces, fleece 
hats, PE bags, book bags and waterbottles.

It is essential that all children are properly dressed for PE and Games as described 
above.  All children should change for games and only in exceptional circumstances 
will children be allowed home in their games kit. 
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We expect children to maintain this standard of dress throughout their time at 
Burraton. 
 
JEWELLERY :   There is NO need for a child to wear any form of jewellery 
other than a watch.  The school WILL NOT accept  responsibility for the loss of any 
items if the children wear them. 
 
Items of value and dangerous items are not to be brought to school. 
 
If parents have their children’s ears pierced, STUDS ONLY should be worn to school.  
Any other form of earring is dangerous to your child and others. 
 
FRIENDS OF BURRATON SCHOOL:  The school has an active support group 
and all parents become members.  There is no subscription fee!  The active work of 
this association has enabled the school to have extra computers, improved playground 
facilities, visits from theatre groups, wet playtime activities, books and equipment.  
Social functions and educational meetings are arranged from time to time so that our 
school becomes part of our local community life. 
 
CHARGING POLICY :  The Governors of the school, as required by law, have a 
policy on charging.  The full policy is available at school. 
 
Briefly, our school policy is that educational visits are funded by voluntary 
contributions.  No child may be excluded from such a trip because parents are unable 
or unwilling to pay a voluntary contribution.  However, should there be insufficient 
contributions for an activity, the school may cancel that activity.  Extra school based 
activities designed to enhance the curriculum will be funded by the school. 
 
Should there be circumstances which make it difficult for parents to make a voluntary 
contribution the Governors invite parents to apply to the Headteacher, in confidence, 
for remission of charges. 
 
The Governors recognise the valuable contribution that additional activities can make 
towards the pupils’ education.  The Governors further recognise the considerable 
support that parents have given their children, and the school, in making voluntary 
contributions. 
 
COMPLAINTS PROCEDURE :  The school is required by law to inform parents of 
the correct procedure for dealing with formal complaints about the curriculum or any 
related matter. 
 
Our policy of working closely with parents should enable us to solve any potential 
problems before they become serious.  Parents are encouraged to contact us if they 
have any concerns.  We will always do our best to resolve them. 
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Procedure 
Stage 1 The initial point of contact for all concerns or complaints is the child’s 

class teacher. 
 
Stage 2 If parents are not satisfied with the outcome they should contact the 

Headteacher. 
 
Stage 3  All serious complaints should be directed to the Headteacher. 
 
Stage 4 A parent who is not satisfied with the action taken in school should 

contact the Chair of Governors. 
 
Stage 5 Parents have the right to contact the Local Education Authority with 

serious and unresolved complaints.  Names and telephone numbers are 
included in the appendix of this prospectus. 

 
In all cases, an initial response or meeting will be arranged within 10 working days. 
All actions will be within the framework of guidelines on good practice. 
 
DENTAL/DOCTOR APPOINTMENTS :  A written note is necessary before the 
child will be given permission to leave school.  If school meals are required they 
should report to the Secretary immediately on return to school. 
 
 
MESSAGES:  Please try to avoid the use of telephone messages to children unless in 
a REAL EMERGENCY.  For non-emergency messages such as informing the school 
about absence, lateness or delays in collecting your child in the afternoon, the school 
has a mobile phone for receiving text messages only.  The number is 07989846703. 
 
 
DOGS:  NO DOGS should be brought into the school grounds.  This is a Local 
Authority ruling to prevent possible outbreak of infection. 
 
 
SCHOOL MEALS :  The caterers provide a menu of food which is balanced, healthy 
and meets the new nutritional standards.  School lunches are cooked on the premises 
and are good value for money.  Dinner money for the whole week is collected on 
MONDAY.  Sometimes children wish to stay for two or three days only.  Again 
money should be sent on MONDAY.  Your assistance in this respect would be 
appreciated by all staff.  Children absent during the week will be credited for the 
following week.  Parents who wish to see the school meal being served may do so by 
appointment. 
 
 
KEEPING IN CONTACT WITH PARENTS:  We endeavour to keep parents 
informed about what is going on throughout the school by sending home 
NEWSLETTERS with the children. 
Teachers also write to specific classes or year groups with information about 
particular activities that those children are involved in. 
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GENERAL :   The particulars given in this prospectus are correct at the time of 
printing, but it should not be assumed that there will be no change before or during 
the school year due to circumstances beyond our control. 
 
Copies of school policies and documents that must be kept for inspection by parents 
and other interested persons are available through the Headteacher or on the school 
website.
